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Non-chronological report 
-Children will write a simple Non-chronological report with a series of sentences to describe aspects of the subject.
We will be reading ‘The Emperor’s Egg;’ which is a non-fiction book about emperor penguins. We will then be writing a report using a title, subheading, diagrams and labels.
We will also be writing a recount letter, based on our class read, The Great Explorer by Chris Judge

Science

Animals including humans:
-Identify, name, draw and label the basic parts of the human body and say which part of the body is associated with each sense.
We will then link our knowledge of sense to Polar animals and learn about their ‘super’ senses.

Seasonal change 
-Observe changes across the four seasons.
-Observe and describe weather associated with the seasons and how day length varies.
